In most cases, you cannot use your Japanese health insurance*fB)overseas. You must get
travel insurance. Since travel insurance does not generally include dentists, you should get any
problems with your teeth treated at least ten days before you leave.

In the U.S., you generally need an appointment to see a doctor. If you are at a hotel, the clerk
will usually have information about local doctors and can help you arrange an appointment.
